The NCI Technology Transfer Center’s (TTC’s) Invention Development Program (IDP) funds pre-clinical studies that de-risk early-stage technologies to make them more attractive to partners and stakeholders. IDP only funds NCI inventions, i.e., those  in patent prosecution, and funding is generally limited to $50K for Stage I projects and $30K for Stage II projects. IDP recommends a pre-application consultation to discuss the project with Dr. John Hewes (IDP Lead) and your Technology Transfer Manager (TTM).
